On June 23, 2010, it was revealed that the number of International Patent Applications filed by
Chinese applicants in 2009 was 7,946, meaning that China ranked 5th in the world.

According to Mr. Lu Yongxiang, vice-chairman of the Standing Committee of the National
People’s Congress, China received 315,000 international and domestic invention patent applications in 2009.
Domestic applications accounted for 72.8% of them.

Furthermore, China granted 128,000 invention patents in 2009. The invention patents owned by

Chinese applicants accounted for 50.9% of them.
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Salesforce.com files a patent infringement lawsuit against Microsoft

On June 24, 2010, US company Salesforce.com filed a patent infringement lawsuit against US
Microsoft, in response to Microsoft’s having sued Salesforce.com for patent infringement the previous month.

According to the complaint submitted with the federal district court in Delaware, a plurality of
Microsoft’s products, including the NET Platform and collaboration software, infringed Salesforce.com’s
patents, and Microsoft willfully and knowingly violated the intellectual property rights of Salesforce.com.

On the other hand, Microsoft, which sued Salesforce.com the previous month, asserts that

Salesforce.com’s products infringe nine of its patents.

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US Supreme Court decides on software patent issue

Applicants Messrs. Bernard Bilski and Rand Warsaw tried in 1997 to obtain a patent relating to
a process for hedging investment risks, i.e. a process for compensating one investment risk with another
investment risk. A large majority of the judges rendered decisions that were not extensive enough to limit so-
called business model patents and possibly software patents.

The Court of Appeal was of the opinion that a patent for an unmaterialized process may be
granted only if it passes the so-called “machine-or-transformation test.” However, the Supreme Court did not
support the opinion and said that the “machine-or-transformation test” cannot be the only means for

determining whether or not a process has patentability.

The Japanese Ministry of Economy, Trade and Industry announced that approximately half of
Japan’s companies sustained damage from counterfeits on the Internet, for example through Internet mail-order
and auction sites, in fiscal 2009.

The number of consultations accepted and instance of information provided to the contact
division of the Ministry in fiscal 2009 exploded from 269 in the previous fiscal year to 1,016, more than 90% of
which (i.e. 953 cases) related to Internet transactions.

Much counterfeit damage was caused by counterfeiters in Asian countries such as China, Taiwan,

and Korea, and damages caused by countries in the Middle East and Central and South America also increased.
