I Jamaica Joins Hague System

In order to use Content ID, approval to use the system is required. There are
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some limitations, such as the prerequisite condition that the exclusive right of the
content must be owned, as it is difficult to make judgements in cases where there
are multiple copyright owners, for example, in cases of gameplay, musical works
such as remixes, and music and video which are licensed, but without exclusivity.
However, we are expecting the future of this new business model that opens the

way for automatic monetization of, for example, videos clipped by fans of a

content owner.
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Jamaica Joins Hague System

On November 10, 2021, the Government of Jamaica deposited the instrument of
accession to the 1999 Geneva Act of the Hague Agreement with the Director
General of the World Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO).

The 1999 Act will enter into force in Jamaica on February 10, 2022.

Jamaica is the 67th party to the 1999 Act and will become the 76th member of
the Hague Union. With this accession, the Hague System will cover 93 countries
in total.

On December 9, 2021, the JPO announced on its website the trends in
applications for the new subjects of protection under the revised Design Act
(enforced on April 1, 2020). According to this report, the number of applications
for designs of the new subjects of protection, i.e., "graphic image", "building",
and "interior", as well as the number of applications for related designs
(excluding the Hague Agreement) after the publications of principal designs (and
before the date on which 10 years elapse from the filing of the basic design)
arisen due to the expansion of the related design system, are as follows.

According to the JPO website, a large number of companies and the like have
shown a high level of interest in the status of applications for those designs, and
we will continue to introduce information about such a status also in our future
newsletters.
